PROGRESS OF CHILD/FAMILY IN TREATMENT

In assessing this factor, caseworkers must rely on the assessments or opinions of outside
professional staff involved in treating or providing services to the family. Progress is
defined as the degree to which protection-related treatment goals and objectives have
been achieved. The more problematic and conflictive the child's or family's conduct is
in treatment, the higher the level of risk to the child. Staff must be cognizant of the fact
that this assessment can have a significant bearing on the monitoring or future planning

of treatment goals and objectives.

In determining whether there is a real and significant risk to the child, caseworkers

should assess whether:

® The caretaker has demonstrated the commitment and ability to cooperate fully
with the treatment plan.

® There is a history of stressful, conflictive, or unsuccessful participation in
protection-related treatment plans.

® C(Clear evidence exists that the child's or family's conduct is directly responsible
for the lack of progress in achieving treatment goals and objectives.

® The child or family has assumed inappropriate roles in his or her participation in
the treatment plan.

® The child's or family's lack of progress in achieving treatment goals and

objectives has created a real and significant risk to the child.
